(1) Almighty Father, you have shown your glory to all nations in Christ
your Son: Guide the work of your church; help it to persevere in
faith, proclaim your name, and bring your salvation to people
everywhere.

(C) hear our prayer.

() We pray for the bishop of our church, John Henderson, for our
district bishops, for all pastors and servants of the church, and for
all the people of God.

()  Almighty Father, you guide the church and keep it holy. Help all of
us to work faithfully for you.

(C) hear our prayer.

() We pray for all Christians, that God will gather us by his Spirit and
keep us united in faith and love.

()  Almighty Father, you have made us your holy people by our
common baptism. Make us one in our confession of faith, increase
our love for each other, and help us to work together in your
mission to the people of the world.
