Red letters like this are instructions and hints on how to use the service order.  

You can follow this order through for yourself individually. If a few people are 
gathered you can ask one to lead (or share it among you) and everyone 
joins in the congregation’s parts.  

Special preparations for Easter service 

If you have an area in your home which you have set up as an altar, bring 
back the cloth, cross, Bible and candles, and decorate it with flowers. You 
might like to add symbols of new life or even an Easter garden.  

Leave your biggest, most beautiful candle unlit – you will be lighting it during 
the service. It will need to be one an adult can lift up and move. 

You might like to add a bowl of water to the altar as a reminder that we are 
joined to Christ’s resurrection life through our baptism into him.

He bent down to look in and 
saw the linen wrappings lying there, but he did not go in. Then Simon 
Peter came, following him, and went into the tomb. He saw the linen 



wrappings lying there, and the cloth that had been on Jesus’ head, not 
lying with the linen wrappings but rolled up in a place by itself. Then the 
other disciple, who reached the tomb first, also went in, and he saw 
and believed; for as yet they did not understand the scripture, that he 
must rise from the dead. Then the disciples returned to their homes.  
 
But Mary stood weeping outside the tomb. As she wept, she bent over 
to look into the tomb; and she saw two angels in white, sitting where 
the body of Jesus had been lying, one at the head and the other at the 
feet. They said to her, “Woman, why are you weeping?” She said to 
them, “They have taken away my Lord, and I do not know where they 
have laid him.” When she had said this, she turned around and saw 
Jesus standing there, but she did not know that it was Jesus. Jesus said 
to her, “Woman, why are you weeping? Whom are you looking for?” 
Supposing him to be the gardener, she said to him, “Sir, if you have 
carried him away, tell me where you have laid him, and I will take him 
away.” Jesus said to her, “Mary!” She turned and said to him in Hebrew, 
“Rabbouni!” (which means Teacher). Jesus said to her, “Do not hold on 
to me, because I have not yet ascended to the Father. But go to my 
brothers and say to them, ‘I am ascending to my Father and your 
Father, to my God and your God.’” Mary Magdalene went and 
announced to the disciples, “I have seen the Lord”; and she told them 
that he had said these things to her.
